· CPB pays all performance royalties for music webcasts by covered stations through 2015.

· Stations report on music streaming and audience for two 7-day-consecutive periods (of their choosing) each calendar quarter through Public Interactive.

· To be covered, stations must register with both CPB and PI:

Required Data and File Formatting

· Playlist Logs: The following information is required for each song streamed during the reporting period: Song Title, Featured Artist/Group/Orchestra, Album Title, Marketing Label, Start Date and Time of Song Play, End Date and Time OR Duration of Song Play.

· PI Composer clients don’t need to supply a playlist file
· Streaming Access Logs: The following information is required for each request for your stream(s) during the reporting period: IP Address of Requestor, Stream URL Requested, Request Status, Start Date and Time of Session, End date and Time OR Duration of Session.

· PI streaming clients don’t need to provide access logs

· Contact PI for an FTP account or access to the SoundExchange Reporting Dashboard (coming soon) to submit your data files
